Penalty Notice Fines for School Attendance are Changing

With the introduction of the new National Framework for Penalty Notices, the following
changes will come into force for Penalty Notice Fines issued after 19th August 2024.

Third Offence and Any Further Offences {within 3 years)

The third time an offence is committed for Term Time Leave or Irregular Atfendance a
Penalty MNotice will not be issued and the case will be presented straight to the Ahagistrate’s
court. Aagistrates fines can be up to £2500 per parent, per child.

Cases found guilty in Magistrates court can show on the parent’s future DBS certificate, due
to failure to safeguard a child’s education.

Local Authority DO NOT accept the following as exceptional circumstances:

. Ay work do not allow me to take holidays during the school summer holiday period, even if
they provide a letter

. My child needs aholiday at quieter times due fo needs

. Cur holiday has been gifted and paid for and did not have a choice of dates
. My child has good or 100% attendance

. T will report my child being poorly - schools are expected to carry out home visits, if a
holiday is suspected, school will report to the local authority for a penalty notice fine
